General Barn Rules

1. All owners, students, visitors, guests, and equine professionals must sign in upon arrival.

2. No visitors or family member are allowed in the barn before 6 am or after 8pm.

3. All guests must always have an escort, no entering pastures without barn staff or direct permission from staff.
4. All owners and riders must wear protective head gear and proper boots or shoes.

5. A signed release must be signed for all visitors prior to working with any horses or barn entry.

6. NO OPEN TOE SHOES or FLIP FLOPS by student, parent or guest allowed on property. 

7. No chewing gum or phone usage while handling horses.

8. No rider may be mounted or handle a horse without a barn buddy or instructor present.

9. No tying horses to fences or ringside. Always use cross ties or place in a stall. Do not leave horses unattended while tied on wash rack or cross ties or otherwise.
10. Never put away a hot horse. All horses must be hosed down and walked dry and cooled.

11. No minors may administer medication, ointments, dressings, or wormers without the direct supervision of management, parent, or instructor.

12. No yelling, cussing, running, alcohol, personal drugs of any kind, permitted on property.

13. No mean-spirited actions, gossiping, teasing or name calling permitted.

14. You may not borrow, change, clean, adjust or in any way tamper with other boarders/owner's tack, equipment, or supplies.

15. No person under any circumstance may mount, ride, or handle a horse without the proper releases signed by self, parent, or guardian.

16. Horses may not be placed in any stall or turn out area not assigned to them.

17. Please bring a snack and plenty of water, juice, or any other beverage for you only.

18. You (owner, student, or guest thereof) are responsible for maintaining a clean safe environment while at REL. Please pick up after yourself and your guest(s) and never leave equipment out of place. 

19. Trash must be properly disposed of in trash receptacles.

20. Gates to pastures must remained locked even if the horse has been removed for use.

21. Rancho El Lodazal Lesson fees: Private: $65.00 per hour, Semi-Private: $55.0 per hour, Group of 3 or more riders: $45.00 per hour/per person. All lesson fees will need to be paid at the first of the month or on the day of the lesson. 
22. A $25 Cancellation fee lessons canceled with less than 48-hour notice. Lesson canceled with no notice will be will be charged full rate for missing a booked lesson, or cancelling a lesson with out proper notice.
Violation of any of the above rules can and may be cause for immediate termination of riding privileges and/or boarding agreement, as well as forfeiture of any deposits or monies due to owner and/or student.
